Richard Brunton was a pioneer of the market research
industry in New Zealand. He co-founded Colmar
Brunton in 1981 and built the business into the
country’s best known and most trusted research
company. He became a Christian 3 years later.

In 2014, he retired as Chief Executive and devoted
himself to the healing and deliverance ministries
through Charisma Christian Ministries.
