The Book of Philippians: Twenty centuries ago, an itinerant tentmaker was thrown 
in jail for making a public disturbance. A church that loved this apostle of Christ sent 
a member of their church Epaphroditus to Paul bearing a financial gift and a report 
about how the church was doing. Paul wrote back specifically to guide and 
encourage the church. His words are words of faith and life that came from a real 
person, in gritty, rea-life circumstances (written from prison) to real people with 
real challenges. 
 
This book has much to say to us today. Paul did not just want to give wise counsel 
and solve social problems in this faith community. His overall goal was for his 
readers to faithfully, joyfully and freely embrace the fullness of the gospel. Paul’s 
letters were meant to be read publicly to the church and so this is where I will start 
with today. I invite you to sit back, relax get comfortable and listen to the book being 
read to us. Paul reminds us today that the Gospel is unstoppable and how humility 
and unity work together in its favour.
