HAPPY MOTHER'S DAY: 

Vivienne and I are going to share the message this morning. I will begin by talking about Han-
nah, a mother from the Old Testament. You can find her story in the first two chapters of 1 
Samuel. She was a woman and mother who committed herself to prayer. She honoured God 

and her sacrificial love meant her son Samuel grew up to be one of the most influential proph-
ets in the History of Israel. Samuel went on to select and anoint two of Israel’s kings, 

Saul and David. 
 

Vivienne will honour and acknowledge those who find Mother’s Day difficult to navigate. For 
some Mother’s Day is bittersweet. She will go on to share about three women of faith. These 
women from her life were pivotal in her own faith journey. We thank God for all the women
