Knock includes
perseverance in ones asking and seeking as when we preserve in praying
for an unbeliever to come to Christ. We as disciples of Jesus are to ask
the father continually in our prayer life. Also, we are to seek God’s will for
our lives and to maintain a determination in expecting the father to
answer.
