I am interrupting our series on the Sermon on the Mount to tackle, albeit
briefly, a couple of topics that | have heard many of you talking about.

Firstly, Al needs an
ethical compass. This is why many people are interested and concerned
about Al development without guidelines or policies. Secondly, Al is not life in
the sense that humans are. We as humans may create Al, but humans stand
alone as being created by God. Thirdly, Al does not bear the image of God. It
has no soul. It cannot and does not respond to and relate with God. That too
is unique to humans. This is what theologians call the doctrine of humanity.
